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The Daily Morning Voice Online Desk: President Abdul Hamid on Monday convened the 21st session of
the 11th Parliament on January 5, 2023. The President convened the first session of 2023, exercising the
power bestowed upon him as per the Clause (1) of Article 72 of the constitution, said a press release of
Parliament Secretariat.

So, the House is
going into session after a recess of 59 days.
